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Course Title: English Grammar 1

Course Code: EN101 Credits: 4 Hours: 4

This course gives students lessons in nouns, verbs, pronouns and articles. It
allows them a lot of practice through meaningful and challenging exercises

which are related to the grammatical points presented in this course.

Course Title: English Grammar 2

Course Code: EN201 Credits: 4 Hours: 4

This course exposes students to thorough lessons on verbs, its perfect
tenses and the active and passive voice, prepositions of difterent types and
uses adverbs and conjunctions. It also offers the learners practice through
activities suited to the grammatical points they have been exposed to in

this course.

Course Title: Grammatical Structure

Course Code: EN301 Credits: 4 Hours: 4

After being exposed to basic grammatical structures, students of this course
are given comprehensive lessons on the difterent kinds of phrases and
clauses. This course also provides students with relevant exercises that

enable them to practice the skills they have acquired in the course.




Course Title: Syntax

Course Code: EN705 Credits: 4 Hours: 4

Description. This course is an introduction to the basic principles of syntax
- the grammatical structure of language. it looks at the structure of phrases,
clauses and sentences, and at the functional relationship between parts of

phrases and clauses, such as subject and object>

Course Title: Reading Comprehension 1

Course Code: EN103 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

This course is the first in a series of courses designed to help students
improve their reading skills through the use of effective reading strategies
which help them comprehend the reading text. The course is expected to
help students expand vocabulary related to different topics and develop

awareness of some issues and social trends.

Course Title: Reading Comprehension 2

Course Code: EN203 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

This course further develops the reading skills and vocabulary competency

learnt in the previous course. It approaches a variety of reading materials

intended for learning to read with greater comprehension speed. Students

should be taught how to interpret, analyze and evaluate ideas in texts.
Teachers should utilize schemata with maximum benefits to perform these

tasks.




Course Title: Reading Comprehension 3

Course Code: EN303 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

The course provides students with high-interest reading passages from
authentic sources that act as springboards into reading comprehension
activities, reading skills development, vocabulary building, grammatical

analysis and practice, and thought-provoking discussion and writing.

Course Title: Reading Comprehension 4

Course Code: EN403 | Credits: 2 Hours: 2 | Prerequisites: 302

The course provides students with high-interest reading passages from
authentic sources that act as springboards into reading comprehension
activities, reading skills development, vocabulary building, grammatical

analysis and practice, and thought-provoking discussion and writing.

Advanced Reading

Course Code: EN503 | Credits: 2 Hours: 2 Prerequisites: 402

This course further develops the skills and strategies learned in the previous
reading course. It provides students with high-interest texts from difterent
content areas. It equips students to interact with academic texts while
helping them fully acquire vocabulary. Vocabulary work includes receptive
and productive activities, word families, collocations, multiple meanings,

and usage idiosyncrasies.




Course Title: Vocabulary Development

Course Code: EN603 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

This course presents and explains some vocabulary items with a range of
follow up activities to improve the students' English. It teaches students
some important words and phrases, but it also gives students information
about vocabulary, plus ideas and techniques to help them learn vocabulary.
This is designed to broaden students' lexis and help them develop new
strategies in learning vocabulary so as to use-their lexical store to develop

other skills in the study of the English language.

Course Title: Writing 1: Principles of Writing

Course Code: EN102 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

The principal aim is to consolidate what the students are supposed to have

learnt at the secondary level and to build up the basic skills of writing. The

first objective of the course is to provide the student with a variety of
suitable materials for developing writing. Students are introduced to the
sentence to help them to identify its parts and types. Then, they deal with
some types of sentence problems to avoid such problems. They also deal

with capitalization rules, spelling and punctuation to improve their writing.

Course Title: Writing 2: Paragraph Writing

Course Code: EN202 Credits: 2 Hours: 2 Prerequisites: EN102

This course is to prepare students to write academic paragraphs, while
introducing difterent rhetorical modes. The writing process and prewriting
techniques are central to the course. Then students are trained to write

paragraphs on different topics.




Course Title: Writing 3: Essay Writing

Course Code: EN302 Credits: 2 Hours: 2 Prerequisites: EN202

The objective of this course is to teach the students the writing modes,
rhetorical devices and language points required for academic success.
Students are given the opportunity to explore their opinions, discuss their
ideas, and share their experiences through written communication.
Students are introduced to practice writing short and/or 5 paragraph essays

on different topics.

Course Title: Writing 4: Creative Writing

Course Code: EN402 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

The course discusses where creative writing comes from, the various forms
it has taken, and why we teach and learn the arts of fiction, poetry and
creative nonfiction. It looks at creative writing in performance; as public
art, as visual art, as literature and as an act of community. Then, students

practice writing about books/films and short stories.

Course Title: Academic Writing

Course Code: EN502 Credits: 2 Hours: 2 Prerequisites: EN402

The aim of the course is to provide the student with a variety of suitable

material for writing. The most important aim is to introduce the concept

of academic Writing and specifically to train the students to use the
academic styles. Then students are introduced to paraphrasing,
summarizing, quotations and referencing. Finally, students are introduced

to report writing.




Course Title: Research Methods In English Language

Course Code: EN602 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

This course aims to show students how to research. It discusses the

development of research questions and hypotheses, naturalistic and

experimental research, data collection, and wvalidation of research

mstruments.

Course Title: Graduation Project

Course Code: EN802 Credits: 4 Hours: 4 Prerequisites: EN602

This course aims to show students how to write a research paper. It also

aims to provide support for their project during its writing stage.

Course Title: Listening and Speaking 1

Course Code: EN104 Credits: 4 Hours: 4 Prerequisites: none

The course Listening and Speaking 1 1s expected to be used for teaching
students the tactics of listening and students are exposed to focused listening
so as to acquire new vocabulary. Students are also involved in speaking
activities which should be used for creating different situations of a similar

nature making them use the language freely.

Course Title: Listening and Speaking 2

Course Code: EN204 Credits: 4 Hours: 4 Prerequisites: 104

This is a continuation of the Listening and Speaking I the students had in
the first semester. The expressions which exhibit polite manners in
different contexts will be introduced and practiced. The students should be
tamiliarized with the concept of syllable so that they are able to break the

word into difterent syllables and pronounce them as per the tradition of the




language. It will build up their communicative competence. The English
accent which is within their receptive range will be built up by means of
identifying syllable stress in a word and word-stress in a sentence with

rising or falling intonation.

Course Title: Listening and Speaking 3

Course Code: EN304 Credits: 2 Hours: 2 Prerequisites: 204

This course provides strategies to help students to improve their formal oral
presentation skills. Organization, presentation style, and pronunciation will
be addressed. Presentations are developed through . a drafting process.
Individual feedback from the instructor and class participants will be given

continually throughout the course.

Course Title: English Phonetics & Phonology 1

Course Code: EN105 Credits: 2 Hours: 2 Prerequisites: none

Phonetics and phonology I is concerned with the mechanism of sound

production. This requires introducing speech organs and their role in the

production of sounds along with some relevant terms. This course covers

phonetics topics at the segmental level, taking mainly standard English as a
model and highlighting the dialectal variation in the English-speaking
world. Issues affecting the mastery of pronunciation such as language

transfer are introduced.




Course Title: Pronunciation Practice

Course Code: EN205 Credits: 2 Hours: 2 Prerequisites: EN105

Practical Phonetics is complementary to Phonetics and phonology 1
which i1s theoretical in nature. The course is designed to provide students
with a practical knowledge of English phonetics by involving them in
transcription exercises. The course will practically focus on both the
differences between some accents of English as well as phonetic transfer
and some other phonetics-related issues. The course 1s taken in the
phonetics laboratory where students will listen intensively and extensively
to many utterances before being asked to get involved in identification and
discrimination tests. The course will pave the way for studying some

supra-segmental features.

Course Title: English Phonetics and Phonology 2

Course Code: EN401 Credits: 4 Hours: 4 Prerequisites: EN205

Students are involved in studying supra-segmental phonetics, so they are

introduced to syllables, word stress and sentence stress. The course also
concentrates on showing students difterent sounds of consonant clusters,
discussions of  difterent aspects of connected speech and the different
types of intonation. This course also focuses on practice exercises on

pronunciation and transcription of sentences and paragraphs.




Course Title : Introduction to Linguistics

Course Code: EN305 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

In this course students are introduced to the nature of language and the
basic principles of linguistic theory. This includes definitions of language
and linguistics, characteristics of human language, levels of linguistic
analysis, branches of linguistics, major schools and basic distinctions in

linguistics. Phonology is also included, preceded by a review of Phonetics.

Course Title: English Literature 1

Course Code: EN404 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

Studying literature has many benefits for the students. One of these is it
presents many perspectives on life, powerfully imagined and memorably
expressed. It also exposes students to a variety of ways of thinking about
the world. Moreover, it develops the student’ language competency. This
course 1s the first of two courses meant to introduce students to the
varieties of literary genres— poems, plays, short stories and novels- in order
to gain understanding and appreciation of their artistry. It provides them
with some details about difterent literary eras as well as the study of some
great literary works. It also gives the students the opportunity to read,

enjoy, and respond to literary texts.

Course Title: Translation

Course Code: EN702 Credits: 4 Hours: 4

This is an introductory course which allows students to get acquainted with
the translation theory and practice for the first time. It provides students

with basic ideas about the translation process, the vocabulary used and the

contemporary theories set out by some scholars in this field.

Course Title: Varieties of English

Course Code: EN605 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

The course introduces students to the national and situational varieties of
English. It also exposes them to the different varieties of the English

language as well as language notions and functions

Course title: Teaching methods and skills

Course Code: EN504 Credits: 4 Hours: 4 Prerequisites: EN405

This course is an-introduction to language teaching methodology which
explores language teaching methods and recent methodological

innovations.

Course Title: Instructional Strategies

Course Code: EN604 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

This course shows students how to plan successful activities and lessons. It

augments the knowledge and skills they have acquired which are necessary

for them to become better teachers.

Course Title: Language testing

Course Code: EN703 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

Assessment and Evaluation ‘as a course is a necessary tool for teachers to
gauge their effectivity in teaching. It enlightens students about the
significance of knowing the varied techniques and procedure that teachers

should adhere to in order to formulate valid and reliable tests.




Course Title: Teaching Practice

Course Code: EN407, Prerequisites:
Credits: 2, 2 Hours: 2, 2
804 EN442

This course trains students to 'learn teaching'. It helps them to understand
the basic principles of working in a language classroom, shows them how
to plan successful lessons and activities, and how to use materials to make

their lessons more interesting.

Course Title: Teaching English to Young Learners

Course Code: EN803 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

This course shows how young learners learn English. It also teaches
students how to teach pronunciation, vocabulary, and grammar to young
leaners. It also provides students with basic classroom suggestions for
teaching the basic skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing. Then
students are introduced to teaching young learners through storytelling,

songs and games.

Course Title: Short Story

Course Code: EN501 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

This course is designed as an introduction to the craft and culture of short
fiction and creative non-fiction. Students will be introduced to a range of
short texts written in English and some significant short stories translated
into English. The course aims to broaden students' understanding and
appreciation of the range of writing in short forms and of the contexts of
short story production. The short story is particularly appropriate for

encouraging comparative analysis between literary cultures and phases of

literary development. Students will be expected to apply their




understanding of short story forms, contexts and techniques through a

series of creative exercises and the production of a short story for assessment

Course Title: Drama

Course Code: EN601 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

Through simple scripted scenes, performance projects, and/or practical
application, students learn to identity what makes performances believable

and explore the tools used to create, articulate, and execute them.

Course Title: Novel

Course Code: EN701 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

This course introduces students to the novel as a literary form and explores
its development in different historical and cultural contexts. Students read
selected novels, discuss them, and learn to write critically about them.
Readings include novels by women, African Americans, other minorities,

and non- Western writers.

Course Title: Poetry

Course Code: EN801 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

Introduction to Poetry is a representative study of poetic forms and poetry
from around the world. Through a close examination of the poetry, we
will explore the evolution of poetic form, literary movements and the wide

range of themes addressed through poetry. As we examine each work, we

will be discussing their historical, cultural, and social influences.




Course Title: Semantics

Course Code: EN805 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

Semantics: different aspects of meaning in words, how word meanings
relate to each other, how linguistic meaning relates to truth, and how

linguistic structure contributes to sentence meaning.

Course Title: Morphology

Course Code: EN505 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

Develop understandings of the nature of human language and identify
differences with other systems of communication. Develop understanding
of the structure of language, specifically its morphological subsystems.

Develop understanding of morphophonemic processes in language.

Course Title: Second language acquisition

Course Code: EN405 Credits: 4 Hours: 4 Prerequisites: EN205

This course introduces students to the principal findings, models, and
research. methods in the field of second language acquisition. The course
surveys general issues such as the role of the native language, the eftects on
the second language on the first, universals, age, input and interaction and

processing, as well as characteristics of the acquisition - of . phonology,

lexicon, and syntax 1n second language learners. The empirical component

of the course provides students with experience in designing and carrying

out studies in second language acquisition.
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Course Title: Computer Assisted Learning

Course Code: EN203 Credits: 2 Hours: 2

This module aims to familiarize students with the basics of computer
assisted learning (CAL), beginning with a definition of CAL, its historical

development and the use of different types of software. Difterent

approaches to using CAL software in the classroom will be explored. It

will also expose students to the effective use of IT in education like in e-
learning and blended learning. The knowledge which students will gain
from this course will help them to understand different approaches to

information technology solutions and how to deal with it.
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
